Call to Order: President Theresa Murphy called the meeting to order at 7:05

With no objections or corrections, the minutes were accepted with unanimous consent 

Guest Concerns: Patrick Murphy asked if the board can make a motion and change a voted on issue at the May meeting. Dwight asked we ask the attorney since the board does not know the answer to this question. Theresa will research that answer and speak with the Attorney if necessary. Patrick asked why Carol did not provide a list of delinquent taxpayers. Carol responded she does not have the “Glitch” fixed in the computer.  Carol also said she refuses to publish the names with herself as Tax Collector and stated she was resigning as soon as a replacement can be trained. 
Officers Report: 

President: Theresa and Jacque met with Attorney Shepard and Attorney Stearns. Attorney Stearns will be at our appeals hearing December 23,08 on the Ruth Loomis property. Theresa stated she will be looking for a new Attorney after the first of the year. Patrick moved to accept the report. Noreen second. The motion was passed by vote.
Vice President:  No report. Rich said the newsletter will be going to press this week.

Tax Collector: Carol stated $98,087.08 taken in year to date. $1947.60 in November. 

Treasurer: Debbie provided a written report; accepted into the record. Debbie read the bills. Theresa moved to pay the bills. Patrick second.  The motion was passed by vote. 
Committee Members Reports:

Buildings: 16 Old Sawmill Rd.- 24x24 Garage. With no other questions and no objection the report was accepted by unanimous consent.

Hospitality: No report. Noreen said she will provide packets to the new residents on the lake.

Lake and Beaches: Bids for the temporary spillway repair were opened. Bids did not include blanket and heat to dry the concrete. This would be a separate charge.
Bids: $1350.00- Shoreline Diving. Conditions to work closely with Karl Acemovic

           $ 1230.00- Gratton. Will not be able to do until 2009

           $ 2600.00 LR Enterprises. Temperature may be a factor in 08

Dwight made a motion to accept Shoreline Diving Bid. Rich Second the motion. The motion was passed by vote. 

Greg made a motion to allow up to $5000.00 for the additional blanket and heat charge. Noreen second . The motion was passed by vote. 
Dwight said he would speak with Karl Acemovic to get the process started.

Patrick asked about the Barry property and the small Beaver Dam Beach. Dwight explained the Barry’s would like this issue to go away. The Barry’s do not want to quitclaim the beach back to Lake Bunggee. The Board would need to initiate litigation to acquire Small Beaver Dam Beach by adverse possession. Theresa will speak with the Attorney on possible cost. With  no other questions or objections, the report was accepted by unanimous consent.

Planning: Tom will hold off on comparative rates for septic cleaning for a few more months hoping rates go down.  Tom was asked by a resident if the board knew there is erosion around the Island. Dwight said it is a naturally occurring event and there was nothing we can do. With  no other questions or objections, the report was accepted by unanimous consent.
Roads: pot holes were being repaired around the lake on 12/2/08. Quotes were received by Greg for drainage on Red Cedar Rd. This will include 6 catch basins, 620 ft. pipe drainage, and to widen the road.

Greg motioned to award the job to J&A. Dwight second the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

With   other questions or objections, the report was accepted by unanimous consent.
