Official Minutes as Corrected by the Board March 3, 2008

MONTHLY MEETING OF

FLOOD & EROSION CONTROL BOARD
February 4 , 2008

Call to Order:  7:00 p.m.

President Theresa Murphy called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m.

Board Members Attending:  Deb Favreau, Greg Favreau, Pat Murphy, Theresa Murphy, Marilyn Rath, Carol Ryniewicz, Dwight Ryniewicz, Jacque Dunaway.

Approval of Minutes of January Meeting

The Clerk circulated the minutes in advance by email.  Greg corrected that 50 feet of Playground was paved, not Valley View; the curtain drain on Oak was washed out in the flood approximately 20 years ago; ½ the snow removal (not roads) budget has been expended.  Theresa requested a wording change re the Board’s informal discussions of ATV’s and corrected the cited address of 45 Hemlock to 54 Hemlock.  
The minutes were approved as reworded and corrected.
Reports of Officers & Standing Committees:

TAX COLLECTOR

Carol provided a written report circulated in advance by email.  Marilyn asked for the progress on collecting outstanding taxes.  Carol replied that she was concentrating on January 1 tax receipts.  Carol stated it was not wise to send delinquent notices when a high volume of taxes was coming in.  She will wait until money coming in slowed down and then send delinquent notices.  This would help eliminate payments/notices crossing in the mail.  Carol reported on continued progress on the new computerized accounting system.  Carol’s report was placed into the record.

TREASURER

Deb submitted a written report.  There were no questions.  The Treasurer’s report was placed into the record.  Deb read the bills.  Theresa made a motion to pay the bills.  The motion passed unanimously.
PRESIDENT

The President provided an oral report.  Theresa reported on discussion with Tom Gandalfi of Witches Woods.  He expressed concern about the garbage and debris at the dam area and stated that there are teens in cars there.  He suspects drug activities.  
Board members discussed options for blocking access (moving the chain, placing boulders) vs. the need to insure emergency access.  We discussed the need to meet with Witches Woods to focus on safety.

Witches Woods also is concerned about the dam leaking and the increasing rate of flow.  We discussed the high water levels of the lake exacerbated by heavy rains and melt down.  Greg commented that the lake was up at least two feet.  Dwight commented it would take a month to get back down to where it was.  Witches Woods is filled to capacity and the ground water table is up.

Greg:  a contract has been awarded to repair the dam.

Dwight:  the spillway is okay.  The work will be scheduled  around April and completed before we bring the water levels back up.

Theresa will email a response to Witches Woods

Greg moved to accept Theresa’s report, Pat seconded.  There were no objections.

HOSPITALITY
Marilyn circulated a written report in advance by email.   She has compiled a list of new residents.  Theresa moved to accept the report.  The motion passed without objection.
LAKES & BEACHES

Dwight emailed a report in advance.  He is obtaining quotes for beach work, including mucking out beach areas, especially the beach at Laurel Hill and Red Cedar.  He has received two quotes and wants to obtain one more.  He will have the quotes for the March meeting.  

Dwight commented that he was trying to submit a budget with zero increase.  He suggested the Board should bring their budget proposals to the March meeting for action in April in order to have time to work on them before May.  
The Board agreed we may need to have an additional meeting to prepare for the May Bi-Annual.  Theresa moved to accept the report.  There were no objections.

ROADS

Greg provided an oral report.  He discussed the Vanderdrynck property and repairs agreed upon with J&A.  A check was written to the lake for the repair with the understanding that the Lake would write a check to the landowner.  Greg had formatted a letter freeing the Lake of liability if the repair was done.  After much discussion of our liability, the Board agreed that Greg would ask Monahan to write a check directly to Vanderdrynck.  
Greg stated we would use up the snow budget this year.  He has requested a bid from Allstate on chipsealing the roads based on an 18-foot wide road with ¾ inch stone base and stone top.  The bid will not include grading or drainage, but we will now have ballpark figures for each road by square footages.  All of the roads have been measured.

Greg reported he had repaired the major pothole on the lower part of Hemlock.

Marilyn moved to accept Greg’s report, Dwight seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

SAFETY

Eric was absent.  There was no report.  The Board discussed that safety was becoming a big issue and that we really needed the Safety Committee/Chair to be an active position.  Theresa will speak to Eric to see if he wishes to run for the position in May.

BUILDING

Patrick provided a written report via email in advance
Patrick discussed the issues concerning a “two-story” house.  Complaints received have been about construction, including construction on Beaver Dam.
He explored the question with the town, and there is no consistent definition.  

· Is a split-level house 2-story?  

· A house with an attic?  Is it square footage of the 2nd story?  (e.g., is it okay if square footage of 2nd floor is less than that of 1st floor?)
· Do we consider storage space vs. living space?

· Should there be a height requirement?  Currently there is no height limit
Patrick referred the Board to the Deeds & Covenants and Restrictions Amendments.  He referred to #4:  “No building shall be erected… except a one or one and a half story, single family dwelling house and private garage.

He also referred to #25:  “These covenants are to run with the land and shall be binding on all parties … for a period of twenty-five (25) years from the date these covenants are recorded  [the Tax district was created in April 1982, therefore due 2007-2008], after which time said covenants shall be automatically extended for successive periods of ten (10) years unless an instrument, signed by a majority of the then owners [emphasis added] of the lots, has been recorded agreeing to change said covenants in whole or in part.”

and to #26:  “Enforcement shall be by the proceedings at law or in equity against any person or persons violating … any covenant … either to restrain violation or to recover damages.”

General discussion:  We have made exceptions in the past – how do we handle that now?

Jacque commented that the fact we made a mistake in the past should not mean we have to keep making it.

Mr. Victor:  we need to define it.  It depends on how houses are situated.

Greg:  It is very ambiguous.
