Meeting Minutes

Call to Order:  Theresa called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.  Theresa provided an agenda.  Theresa announced that she was going to run the meeting according to Roberts Rules of Order and that everyone present must direct their comments only to her.  Theresa stated that people must stand when speaking or requesting recognition.  After much discussion, the Board agreed that raising one’s hand was sufficient means to register a request for recognition.

Approval of 6/09 Minutes:  The June minutes were approved with one pending clarification regarding restrictions on the Board’s use of email.  We also agreed there would be no email this month except for reports.  The May minutes were carried over because Theresa wants to review the audio tape.  
Guest Concerns:  
Two property owners who live in Southbury Massachusetts are requesting a permit for this season on a boat of excessive length.  There was lengthy discussion on boat lengths:  many boats are over 18 feet (we don’t know how many).  Patrick moved to grant a variance.  Noreen moved to amend that motion to have the permit expire in October.  Patrick withdrew his motion and suggested this issue should be brought to the membership in October.  The amended motion to allow a temporary permit was seconded and passed with 3 in favor, 1 opposed, and 1 abstaining.

Clerk:  The clerk had no additional report.  
Building:  Patrick reported no building permits were issued by the Town of Woodstock from May through 6/19/09.  A property owner on Lyon and Hiawatha (D-36) is asking to move stones so that he can route his driveway into his proposed garage.  There was discussion of snow removal, discontinuing the road and/or the need for a declaration for easement and utilities..  This stretch of road currently is discontinued (not abandoned)..

Patrick moved to grant the homeowner an easement to his property through the Lyon Road entrance where it was closed off.  Noreen seconded.  Following discussion, Patrick withdrew his motion.  Theresa moved that the Board will grant the property owner an easement pending Board approval of final legal documents.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
President:
Theresa nominated Rich Dempsey to resume his position as safety chair.  Noreen seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.
Theresa nominated Diann Gilbert to resume her position as Vice President.  Greg seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

Theresa has changed the keys to the locks on the beaches and shed and playground.  Greg moved all board members should have access and recommended a combination lock that could be changed.  The motion was seconded and passed with 2 abstentions.

Jacque nominated Craig Dionne as Lakes and Beaches Chair.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously

Theresa’s report was accepted by unanimous consent.
ActingVice President:  Diann was absent.  No report.

Tax Collector:  Anna Dionne and Carol Ryniewicz reported jointly and submitted a written report (attached).  Carol and Anna have shared the position for the last month.  Theresa stated she wanted the books audited for the intervening months.  Jacque stated the last auditors recommended that we move the audit to August with a report to the membership in October.  The Board appeared to agree to complete an interim audit and move the audit cycle to coincide with an October Bi-annual Meeting.  There was no vote.
Treasurer:  Debbie Favreau was absent.  No report.  Theresa read the bills.  TM’s  motion to pay the bills was seconded by Noreen and passed unanimously.

Hospitality:  Noreen shared details of the Joe Campert Dinner scheduled for Tuesday July 7th.  Her report was accepted by unanimous consent.
Lakes and Beaches:  Acting Lakes and Beaches Director Craig had no report.

Planning:  Tom Goodkind was absent.  No report.

Roads:  Greg provided an oral report.  Grading is done, weather was an obstacle.  We have a quote for the drainage at the intersection of Hemlock and Laurel Hill   We received 2 bids that differ by 1500 dollars.  The Board voted to accept the lower bid unanimously.
Greg summarized the draft of the spillway work Karl has planned.  The plan is to add an additional wingwall on the Witches Woods side;  to cover the dirt section with concrete or grout fix;  to add a wingwall upstream;  to chisel grout, re-cement, and repair.  The estimate is $140,000.  We may not  through permitting with DEP before Fall.  The motion to accept this bid and move ahead was seconded and passed unanimously.

Safety:  Rich reported that DEP will not be doing patrols because of budget cutbacks.  They will respond to specific calls.  Craig reported that at the Beaver Dam Fry Pan 2 docks broke loose, and the styrofoam floats are breaking up.  Anna will get the name and address of the current property owner to Rich.  We also discussed two loose docks that we need to get out.  Craig, Rich and Greg will work on this.  Jacque repeated her suggestion that we have property owners label their docks.  Rich’s report was accepted by unanimous consent.

Unfinished Business

Rich asked about the check to the Bungay Fire Brigade (contribution for use of their space).  Theresa will check on this.  Check to be given to Diann.

New Business

Greg mentioned to Craig that signs on the beaches should be replaced.  He suggested Craig contact Graphics Unlimited for an estimate.

Adjournment:  The meeting adjourned at 9:50 p.m.
