Call to Order: President Theresa Murphy called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

Minutes: The December minutes were reviewed by President Theresa Murphy and deemed to be accurate. The board was asked to review the December minutes posted. The board will approve the December minutes next month. The May minutes were not distributed to the board members for review. The May minutes will be reviewed and approved next month. 

No Guest Concerns

President: Theresa informed the board the state police was called about an unregistered dirt bike with an unlicensed driver, driving on lake roads. Patrick moved to accept the presidents report, Diann seconded with all in favor.

Treasurer: Debbie provided a written report. Carol asked for a check in the amount of $270.00 for liens that need to be placed with the Town of Woodstock. Each lien is $10.00. The bills were read, and approved by unanimous consent. 

Tax Collector: Carol generated her report prior to the meeting. There were no questions or concerns. Carol announced she will be resigning the tax collector position as of June 30, 2009. Anna Dionne is willing to take over the tax collector position as of July 1, 2009. Noreen Wallace motioned to accept Anna Dionne as interim tax collector. Patrick Murphy second. The board voted in favor of Anna Dionne becoming interim tax collector. Carol will train Anna how to use the tax base system. Patrick asked if the complaint form given to Carol for the excessive vehicles at property on Lyon road was submitted to the Town of Woodstock. Dwight said he completed the form but is waiting to take pictures of the property before submitting. 

Vice President: A few more articles will be added to the newsletter and will be ready to be sent out early next week. Diann announced her resignation as Vice President. With no Questions or objections, the Vice President’s report was accepted by unanimous consent. 

Buildings: Patrick reported the Town of Woodstock would like all complaints to be in writing and he has complaint forms. He also noted there were 4 permits issued last month: 2 sheds, 1 detached garage, and 1 pool.  

Patrick also reminded board members, the board voted no emails are to be generated except reports. If there is an important issue, we are to use the phone.  Correction per 8/3/09 meeting[see minutes for discussion]:  Board members may use email for management of Board Business.  

Rich asked about the shed on Bungay Hill Rd. Patrick said it has already been looked into and the homeowner is in compliance. With no other questions and no objections, the buildings report was accepted by unanimous consent.

Hospitality: Noreen sent thank you notes to Anna Dionne and Ann Bushy for auditing the books. She is working on a get together dinner for Joe Campert to be held at the Vanilla Bean. It would be a nice way to hear how the lake was developed. The event will be held July 7, 2009, and tickets will be sold for $15.00 for dinner. With no questions or objections, the hospitality report was accepted by unanimous consent.

Lake and Beaches: Water testing to be done June, July and August. Floats are in. We are on schedule for July lake treatment from Aquatic Control. Dwight checked with DEP on spillway repair and reported there are no cost share funds available to us. DEP considers our project a repair. He is still waiting for the invoice from Piencroft for beach maintenance. Two boat stickers were handed out and he has one more to deliver. Dwight announced he is resigning as of June 6, 2009. With no questions or objections, the lake and beaches report was accepted by unanimous consent.

Planning: Tom drafted a letter to be sent to garbage companies, asking them to fill out the survey and return.  He will compare answers and present to the membership to help decide which company is best for each resident. With no questions or objections, the planning report was accepted by unanimous consent.

Safety: No report. Rich announced his resignation.

Unfinished Business: Theresa spoke with Attorney Stearns about drafting a drainage easement letter to be sent to Beaver Dam Rd.
