The meeting was preceded by a Freedom of Information Act Training from 7:15 to 8:20 pm.

Lake Bunggee Tax District Roads Report – January 2010

Spoke with Karl Acimovic regarding the spillway project:  Plans have been submitted to DEP Dam Division for approval.  First phase of approval has been completed.  2nd phase:  Approval needed by the State Inland/Wetland.  The Inland/Wetland division currently has the plans.

Received a call from Roy Chandler, Chief of the Bungay Fire Brigade regarding to access waterways for pumping.  Contacted Chief Chandler spoke briefly to set up an appointment.  No further action has been taken.  Waiting for Chief Chandler to set up an appointment.

· Received a call from John Gregory on Maplewood Lane regarding a large tree that had snapped off approximately 20 feet up and was hanging over the road.  Lindon Tree was contacted and tree was removed today, 2/1/10.

· Received a call from Tractors 2 Trimmers regarding a tree that had fallen down on Playground Road blocking roadway on 1/28/10.  I cut the tree and removed it from the road.

· Changed the password on the voice mailbox and either myself or Debbie have been checking it daily.  Individual mailboxes will be set up sometime this month.

· Had minor flooding during the heavy rain storm of 1/25/10.  

Culvert pipe at the intersection of Hilltop & Laurel was blocked by leaves and debris, water was over the road.  Erosion on hillside blocked drainage on Oak Drive.  Contractor was called in to repair Oak Drive.  New drainage that was installed on Playground and Beaver Dam stopped continuing erosion problems resulting in no blocked drains. Building Report – January 2010

Greg Favreau went to the Town Hall on behalf of Debbie Favreau, acting Building Chariperson.

Town Building Official and Clerk were informed of the resignation of Patrick Murphy.  They are looking forward to working with us and continuing a good working relationship.

A complaint was lodged by Jim Jessop regarding the new house being built next door on Laurel Hill Road to the Town of Woodstock.  Mr. Jessop stated that the foundation was no in compliance with the 25 foot set-back from the high water mark.  The Building Official, Terry Bellman, investigated and contacted the builder.  The wall in question turns out to be a retaining wall, not part of the foundation.  The builder was notified that in the future such alternations from the building plans must be approved prior to installation.

Question was raised by the Town Building Clerk on license number of public water supply of Little Big Horn.  The Town Building Clerk was informed to contact Butch McCormick for further information.

Buisness Operating out of 28 Lakeview Drive has not vacated the premises.  The Bank contacted Delia Fey regarding this issue; stating that there will be a small delay in the residents vacating the property.

Spoke with Delia Fey regarding our deeds and covenants and will discuss this at a later date.
