Call meeting to order: 7:10 p.m. by President Theresa Murphy

The minutes from the December monthly meeting were tabled until next month so the board members could review them. Theresa questioned why the minutes of September and November were not yet posted to the website.  The clerk was not present and no answer was made available. Craig will speak with the clerk to ensure minutes get posted in a timely manner. Due to conflicting issues with the board, Patrick announced his resignation from the Lake Bunggee Tax District Board.

Reports of officers and Committee Chairpersons:

Presidents Report: 

Theresa reported the spillway application for the DEP was sent to the Norwich Bulletin and to Alan Walker per DEP requirements.  Theresa consulted our attorney about revising our Deeds and Covenants since we are over our 25 year mark of the Deeds being recorded. Our Attorney believes we are able to make changes to the Deeds and Covenants at any time, as long as we have the consent of and signatures of more than 50% of the property owners.

We may also change in our deeds the wording of parking on lake roads. We must maintain our recordings with our other records in the tax district. Patrick made a motion to accept the President’s report. The motion was seconded with all in favor.

Anna submitted a written financial report.   Four liens were released this month.

Planning:

Tom sent out a survey to local garbage companies to see if they would provide a discount if enough people were interested in their service. He is waiting for the surveys to be returned. Theresa moved to accept the planning report. The motion was seconded with all in favor.

Roads:

Greg report was written and generated prior to the meeting.

12/14/09: Contacted the Bungay Fire Brigade for a call at 135 Laurel Hill Road; Fuel and oil spill.  A well drilling rig had fallen over on the wooded lot across from 135 Laurel Hill Road earlier in the day and found the spill later in the afternoon.  DEP was called by the fire department along with the Town of Woodstock Fire Marshall as they determined that there was a significant spill.  The DEP contacted the owner of the well drilling rig, who responded to the scene.  It was determined that a hazardous waste clean-up company would be at the scene the following morning. Temporary measures were taken by the Fire Department by setting up pillows around the catch basins that evening to prevent the hazard material(s) from seeping into the catch basins. It appears that site has been cleaned up nicely.  All reports from the DEP regarding this matter will be forwarded the Town of Woodstock Fire Marshall.  Kept in contact with Tractors to Trimmers during the snow storms to ensure that the roads were in good condition.  No complaints, but I did receive a lot of positive feedback about the new contractor.

Theresa moved to accept the report as given. The motion was seconded with all in favor
