Call to Order:  Craig called the meeting to order at 7:08 pm

Guest Concern:  Mr. Molodich presented plans for a parking area on a recreational lot on Red Cedar Rd.  Copies of the plans were received and approved by the board.  
Minutes: June minutes were approved by unanimous consent.

PRESIDENT:

The phone tree has been setup and positions given their respective passwords.  Still pursuing storage unit for paper records.  The FOI complaint against the board regarding timely posting of meeting minutes was officially withdrawn.  
VP: Working on By-law changes and updates, Will have proposals drafted for changes to rules and regs changes to be presented in October.  
TAX COLLECTOR:

Anna submitted a written report.  We ended up at 93% collection rate for tax year 2008.  Anna sent out the newsletter to all residents with the tax bills, including separate mailings for those who have their taxes paid by their mortgage company.  

TREASURER:

Deb gave oral report or money on deposit, income, and expenses.  Tabling bill from Bold & New until we can find some alternatives for website hosting.  Greg motioned to pay all the bills, Craig seconded.

ROADS: 

Paved Roads were swept.

Red Cedar Road has been paved with speed bumps installed.  A lot of positive feedback has been received with this project.

Potholes have been filled in and repaved on Lyon Road. 

The intersection of Lyon Road and Spring Hill Road was repaved and curbing installed due to severe erosion.

Repairs have been made to the paved area at the intersection of Valley View and the hill section of Lyon Road.  That area received repaving and curbing on the entire length of the hill to reduce erosion of the side of the road.

Speed bumps have been painted thanks to Mary Ellen Dee and Bev Hiaat. Thank you ladies for your time and effort.  It is greatly appreciated.

Answered a call from a resident on Valley View regarding large potholes.  I told him I was aware of the situation and that drainage is needed in that area to rectify the issue.  This area is going to be addressed in the near future.

Trees came down during a thunderstorm at the intersection of Playground  and Old Sawmill Road, also on Laurel Hill Road.  Road Chairperson cut-up and removed trees.

 Roads Chairperson cleaned up and smoothed the sides of Red Cedar Road after paving.

Worked with Craig Dionne in removing and dismantling a runaway dock.  

Reinstalled the stop sign at the intersection of Lyon Road and Route 171.

LAKE BUNGGEE TAX DISTRICT  SPILLWAY PROJECT UPDATE
Spoke with Karl Acimovic to get an update on the current status.  Waiting for DEP and Army Corps of Engineers approval.  

Letters were sent to Rep. Alberts and Sen. Guglielmo requesting assistance in securing funds from the State of CT for the spillway project.

Spoke with Glenn Humes, President of Witches Woods regarding the pending spillway project.  Glenn stated that they are more than happy to work with us when the time comes for the drawdown.

LAKE & BEACHES:

Signs were posted for the lake treatment which occurred July 14th.   A written request was submitted to the DEP to resume lake patrols.  The DEP is willing to set up a contract for patrols in 2011 and perhaps occasionally in 2010. 
Ed presented notes about a discussion held in the past with Atty Sheppard regarding enforcement of lake rules and regs.  The board hopes to revisit and formalize the process for prosecuting offenders.  

A complaint was received about a resident filling in shoreline property over the holiday weekend.  In addition, the same resident has a camper and a porta potty on the property.  A letter will be sent to the resident.
