Monthly Meeting of the Board of Directors

March 1, 2010

Meeting Minutes

Attending:  Anna Dionne, Craig Dionne, Jacque Dunaway, Debbie Favreau, Greg Favreau,  Tom Goodkind, Noreen Wallace 
Call to Order:  Noreen called the meeting to order at 7:15   p.m. 

Minutes.  The February minutes were discussed.  Greg moved to approve these as written.  Tom seconded this motion which passed unanimously.

Reports.

Vice President Noreen Wallace gave an oral report.  The Board discussed mailing costs.  The Board also discussed the newsletter and our obligation to print ads.  We decided to incorporate promised ads into the Call to meeting which will go out in April.  Greg moved to accept the Vice President’s report.  Craig seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Treasurer Debbie Favreau provided a written and oral report.  Deb read the bills.  She asked for approval to pay ATT when that bill comes in.  The Board discussed expenses, including sand on roads and  tree cutback.   Noreen moved to pay the bills, including ATT.  Craig seconded this motion which passed unanimously.  
Tax Collector Anna Dionne provided a written and oral report.  Anna reported that we have released five liens and that we have a 90% collection rate for this year.  The Board discussed whether the Tax Collector should make copies of all checks received.  According to Debbie, this was the practice in the past.  After a lengthy discussion, this topic was tabled.
Building – no report
Hospitality – no report
Lakes and Beaches Chairperson Craig Dionne gave an oral report.  He stated that it is becoming unsafe to be on the ice.  He is working with several companies to obtain bids on Lake Treatment.   Apparently, there are only two companies in the business, one of which we left 20 years ago.  The company he is negotiating with offered to send out their senior engineer to one of our meetings.  DEP uses this company exclusively.  The Board discussed inviting this engineer to the May meeting and decided to do so.  This announcement will be put in the CALL to MEETING.  
As the current proposal for lake treatment is over $2000, we will need to solicit bids.   There was lengthy discussion of how to handle bidding and notices.  The Board discussed and discarded a motion to waive the bidding procedure.  Jacque moved that Craig should post notices and move ahead with selecting a contractor.  Craig seconded this motion which passed unanimously.  

Debbie  moved that if there are no other responses, Craig can accept a contract from Aquatic Control.  This motion was seconded and  passed unanimously.  Greg moved that as soon as a contractor is selected, that contractor will be paid according to proposal.   This motion was seconded by Craig and passed unanimously.
Planning.  No report

Roads.    Greg provided a written (attached below) and oral report.  He spoke with DEP.  Application for funding should be this month for cost sharing on the spillway project.  There may be a wetland study required.  The Board discussed at length the condition of the roads.  Potholes and washouts are at an all-time high.  We discussed the washouts, the crowning of roads, the need to chip seal high use roads such as Red Cedar.  Noreen moved to accept the report.  Craig seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
We discussed Connecticut General Assembly Bill 01244m tax bill, a proposal to permit special taxing districts to adopt a flat tax for real property assessment.  The Board decided this was unlikely to affect Lake Bunggee and was a non-issue.  If Board members want to comment on this bill, they would do so as individuals.

Preliminary budgets.  The Board discussed preliminary budget figures for each department.  We discussed the need to obtain competitive bids for our insurance.  Noreen will write a letter, to insurance companies requesting bids on our liability insurance.
Debbie will get an estimated amortization rate from Citizens Bank for the Spillway loan.  We are looking for a ball park figure of what is our payment going to be.
We discussed proposed By Law changes including increasing the limit on Board-contracted services from $2000 to $5000 allowable without advertisement and competitive bids.

Roads Report January 2010

Spoke with DEP regarding funding for the spillway project.  Funding should be applied for within the month.

Spoke with Karl Asimovic:  The State inland/wetland commission is now requiring soil studies and wetland delineation.  I tol Karl to go ahead and hire the necessary engineers to get these studies done.

On 2/27/10 Tractors 2 Trimmers reported a large tree down on Spring Hill Road.  Lindon Tree has been contacted to remove the tree.
