May 3, 2010

Meeting Minutes

Attending:  Anna Dionne, Craig Dionne, Jacque Dunaway, Debbie Favreau, Greg Favreau, Tom Goodkind    Absent:  none      Guests:  Robert Littmann

Call to Order:  Craig called the meeting to order at 7:09 p.m. 

Minutes:  Jacque read the minutes of the April monthly meeting.  Greg moved to accept the minutes as read.  Craig seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  

Guest concerns:  Greg stated Rich Dempsey had contacted him about a property on Walnut Road where a lot recently was purchased and contractors are cutting down trees.  LBTD does not require clearing permits.  Jacque noted that there was an existing covenant about cutting trees.  Greg noted there were not clear precedents.  Craig will contact Mr. Dempsey and the property owner about the tree cutting.
Greg and Craig will work together to revamp the phone tree including passwords and mail boxes.

President.  No report.  Craig and Anna will follow-up with Lisa Lowell about her interest in serving on the Board. 
Clerk.  No report.  We discussed the need to update website with newly elected officers’ names July 1, 2010.  Greg wants to update Dam report on website.  Debbie will send Anna an update. 

Tax Collector.  Anna had no new information since 5/1.  Tax collection rate is still 91%.  Anna is sending delinquent notices this week.  We discussed the need for signatures for checks.  
Treasurer.  Debbie had no revised reports since 5/1.  She read the bills which included bills for ads and public notices.  Included was a bill from the copying and shipping service for the May Call to Meeting.  Jacque requested we not pay this until she speaks with them.  Debbie noted they charged us for sales tax.  Greg moved to pay the bills with the exception of the shipping service.  Craig seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.
Building.  The Building position has been vacant.  Craig introduced Robert Littman who is interested in the position.  Craig moved to accept Rob as Acting Building Chair.  Greg seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  The Board briefly discussed the chair’s responsibility, the contacts he needs to make, and who has current information he might need.  Greg will provide Rob with information, and Jacque will email Tina LaJoie.  We discussed driveway bonds, drainage and road improvement.  We also discussed sheds and permanent structures.
Hospitality.  Vacant.  Anna will contact Ann Mitra to see if she is still interested in the position.  
Planning.  Tom had no report.  
Lakes & Beaches.  Craig had no report.  Ed Adams will take over in July 2010.
Roads.  Greg provided an oral report.  He received an estimate from J&A for $2700 to clean ditch on Oak Drive.  He spoke with Mrs. DaVia about the tree on her property.  Tom asked about a drain undermined at end of Laurel Hill.   Greg will look into it.
Safety.  Vacant.  No report.  
Unfinished Business

Anna and Craig will draft a letter to lakefront property owners about recent changes and obligations of lakefront owners.  We hope to order bulk buoys and offer the option to lake front owners to purchase from us.  There was a discussion of past complaints about buoys and the need to operate by a consistent policy.

Rob asked about 911 addresses for the beaches.  Craig is identifying the E911 address for our 4 beaches.  Craig stated he hopes to have signs for the beaches for Memorial Day.

We discussed publishing rules and regulations changes in a newsletter in July.  We decided to print a bulletin to enclose with tax bills that go out at the end of June.  We will go over this at the June 7th meeting,   We will plan the next formal newsletter for the October meeting.  Anna wants the tax bills and bulletin in the mail by the last week of June.  
Storage space.  Debbie made calls for prices.  We are exploring options for storing lake records.
New Business

Greg will contact state representatives about the dam and spillway projects.
Craig informed the Board that we have a FOI complaint from a former Board member about posting minutes on the website.  We discussed individual email reports as a word document to include in the minutes.  Those present agreed to furnish these reports in advance to the clerk.
Jacque asked why the Tax Collector and Treasurer are Nonvoting members.  We agreed to research this.  This designation creates a crisis when we have low membership.  The Board will consider this as a topic for the October 2010 meeting. 
We discussed need to review/revise dog leashing regulations.

Jacque moved to adjourn.  There were several seconds.  The motion passed unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:09 pm, 
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
