June 7, 2010

Meeting Minutes

Call to Order:  Craig called the meeting to order at 7:15 pm

Guest Speaker: Dominic Meringolo with Aquatic Control Technologies gave a talk about the condition of the lake and its treatment.  The pre-treatment survey was performed this afternoon with good results.  Lake Bunggee is one of the nicest lakes he sees.  Mid-summer copper sulfate treatment is done is July and used to control algae.  Weed survey done today and not much was found out there.  Nitella (an algae that looks like a plant) and Bladderwort are the primary species.  No invasive species were noted, although a single piece of native milfoil was found floating near Red Cedar beach.  None was pulled up with the rake.  Dominic is not concerned with this species.  

The better we can clean up the inflows, educate people on lake-friendly fertilizers, pump septic systems frequently, the “younger” the lake stays.  If there are plants we want Aquatic Control to identify, we can pick some, put it in a damp paper towel, and mail it to them.  

Aquatic Control owns a hydro-rake which can clean up underwater debris in beaches.  This service would cost $800-1000  for the initial mobilization fee and $185/hr basic cost for the labor at four beaches.  We would need a permit from inland wetlands to perform this service.  A local contractor would also need to be secured to truck away the materials removed.  

Minutes: May minutes were approved by unanimous consent.

PRESIDENT:

Some solicitor calls are on the phone tree.  Craig will look into “do not call” lists.  There are three voicemail slots.  Possibly to be set up as President, Tax Collector, Roads/Safety/Lake & Beaches.   Craig will set it up and give us details in July.

TAX COLLECTOR:

Anna submitted a written report.  Almost $2000 was collected in the month of May.  We are at 92% collection rate.  19 letters were sent to delinquent tax payers who owe more than $500.  Tax Bill paper was ordered and tax bills will be sent with the newsletter this month.  Anna will post a tax notice in the Shopper’s Guide.

TREASURER:

Deb gave oral report or money on deposit, income, and expenses.  Tabling bill from Bold & New until we can find some alternatives for website hosting.  Greg motioned to pay all the bills, Craig seconded.

ROADS: 

Road grading and ditch cleaning has been completed.

Sweeping of the paved roads is scheduled to be done the first or second weeks of June.

Met with contractors and received bids for the paving of Red Cedar Road.

Met with one contractor and received one quote for the patching of the holes on the paved roads.  Additional quotes are needed before work can begin. 

Discussion held regarding the chip-sealing or paving of Red Cedar Rd.  Greg met with several contractors and got bids for paving and chip sealing.  Going to go with SAS to pave Red Cedar Road, as the cost is similar to chip sealing and pavement would be more durable.  Craig made a motion to have Greg pave the road.  Rob seconded.  Motion passed with unanimous consent.

JUNE 2010 SPILLWAY PROJECT UPDATE:

Greg spoke with Karl Acimovic and he is still waiting for environmental impact study report.

Drafts of letters to Rep. Alberts and Sen. Guglielmo have been created and submitted to Craig Dionne for approval and/or suggestions.  Craig gave his input and the letter will be sent.   


 

BUILDING REPORT:

Rob was able to meet with Greg and go over what he had been covering with the only existing construction of the lakefront lot and crossroad adjoining lot where the well and septic are located. We also discussed the owners future intent of erecting a garage on said lot which will need to be voted on in the future.

Rob was contacted by a Tim Gosselin of CME Associates who is looking to develop lot # C-21 on Little Horn Ln. He was concerned about the community well that feeds Big Horn Ln. & 2-lots on Laurel Hill and needed clarification that Lot # C-21 was not involved in this well. With the help of Greg and Jacque, Rob researched that this lot would not be part of that group well and would need drill his own well for that property. Tim was also concerned about the need to do some extensive grading along the roadside.  Greg met with Mr Gosselin today to dicuss the grading.

Third, as promised Jacque forwarded Rob’s contact info on to Tina at the "Town Of Woodstock".  Tina will keep Rob posted of any permits that are applied for or granted for our association.

HOSPITALITY:

Craig moved to nominate Ann Mitra as hospitality chair.  Rob seconded.  Motion passed with unanimous consent.  An email address, LakeBunggeeBoard@gmail.com was created for input on community events and another means on contact for the board.

LAKE & BEACHES:

Craig placed swim buoys at all four beaches.

Met with Dominic of Aquatic Control for pretreatment lake survey.

Issued boat stickers.  The shed at Playground field looked to be tampered with.  Greg made a motion for Craig to sign a contract with a storage company to move our records out of the shed.  Debbie seconded.  Motion passed with unanimous consent.  A large dock is floating free in the north cove.  Greg and Deb volunteered to help Craig get it out of the water.

PLANNING:

Tom is updating the database for the resident’s septic system pumping.  Tom will give Craig a copy when is it complete.

SAFETY:


Jim Nolan is interested in the position.  Has lived on the lake for 18 years and is a volunteer for the Bungay Fire brigade.  Rob also has a friend interested in the safety position.  We could possibly have more than one safety officer.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Next meeting is July 12th and to be held at 38 Red Cedar Road.  Anna will post info on the web site regarding the change.  

Newsletter will be sent out with Tax Bills this month.
