Call to Order:  Craig called the meeting to order at 7:11 p.m. 

Minutes:  Minutes from the May meeting were unanimously accepted and approved, as presented. 

President:  Craig reported--

--the phone tree issues have been resolved, phone tree is now working.  While it was down, 87 messages piled; he has responded to many of them.  He will get information to the Board Members about using the tree and accessing their specific phone messages once it is setup.

--Craig spoke to the resident keeping poultry on a district lot, in violation of the district rules; she indicated that the animals will be gone by July.  If that is not the case Board action will begin.

--Craig is looking into the cost of a fireproof storage place for District property/items.

--Craig reported that the town is reviewing the issue of non-conforming lots and outbuildings on "unbuildable" lots, as they are having some difficulty with people who own same; this issue may impact the District.   There is a Zoning Board meeting Tuesday, June 28th at 7:30 pm, at Town Hall; Craig and Greg plan to attend this meeting; they will ask Ed D'Orazio to attend, also.   Craig will scan info from the town and e-mail it to Board members.

Vice President:  Jacque, Absent 

--A discussion took place about the need for By-Laws updates, as there are many that are or should be having an effect, that residents should be aware of, that may need enforcing, but they do not appear in the By-Laws as posted.  The Board decided that the next newsletter should contain a message to residents that By-Law review is underway, and that Rules and Regulations, and Deeds and Covenants review will follow.  There are many items in all of these documents (i.e., asbestos shingles required, no metal roofs, etc.) that are no longer in keeping with standard building practices.

Tax Collector:  Anna, absent, Craig reported for Anna, on collectible taxes.

Treasurer:  Debbie reported our amounts on deposit, and bills due.  The Board agreed unanimously to pay the bills as presented.

Lakes and Beaches:  Mark reported--

--the swim buoys are in place, the District property lawns were mowed, and the beaches were raked.

--the first seasonal test of the lake was done, and showed the lake to be very clean.

There was a general discussion of lake access, including enforcement, limiting boat launches by a gate or chain, and other issues.  Tom reported that he saw a lot of boats without lake stickers on the lake on Memorial Day weekend.  Mark now has forms for residents to register boats with the District; he will get boat sticker from Ed Adams, along with any lists of current registered boat owners.  Mark will also ask Ed for instructions on how to operate the floodgate, and who is the best contact at the DEP office.   

Greg mentioned that he has heard of a Connecticut law that will require a locked gate on any boat ramp that is near a swimming area; Mark and Greg will review this.

Safety:  Dick had no report.

He did ask for review of a problem at the main, Lyon road entrance, with cars turning into the "Y" from route 171, while another car is exiting.  the issue was discussed and the Board determined a yield sign will be placed on the District side of the entrance.

He also asked for review of one house, which is in poor repair and disarray, directly on, and very close to the lake, and specifically, has a stack of large pieces of Styrofoam like material on it's dock.  The Board determined that, since this material is not allowed on the lake, a letter will be sent to the owner asking that the material be removed.

Also on the lake, the house that has been condemned by the Town of Woodstock, was discussed.  Greg spoke to a town official about the status of this house, and was told that the owners were given 90 days to demolish the house; since 90 days have not yet passed, we will have to wait, and see what the town does. 

Greg also reported that he spoke to a young man, and, subsequently to the young man's parents, about riding a motorcycle on the Red Cedar beach.  The parents indicated that this will not happen again. 

Hospitality:  Kathy had no report.

She did prompt a discussion of summer social activities, like the ice cream social, a dance with a band, etc.  She will on what will take place and when.

Roads:  Greg reported--

--roads were swept, and are being graded.  The overall costs of road maintenance are rising due to the costs of materials and labor.

--he is working with the town for bulk buying so we may save some money on needed chip sealing for paved roads.  Due to the lake, however, we require that all materials be washed before use, and of certain characteristics, and the town does not.  

The bids for chip sealing are quite high.  The Board reviewed these, and discussed what options are possible to keep the costs as low as possible, including spreading the function out over two years (which would decrease the monetary outlay necessary for each year, but would not decrease the total cost),  and seeking funding/using a credit line for this outlay.   Greg will be going back to the town for further discussion.

Building:  Ed, absent.

Greg reported that Ed has called the town to inform the Building Department that he is the contact person for District building issues.

Planning: Tom had no report.  

He did prompt a discussion  about lake quality, lake access and nuisance aquatic plants.   
Clerk: Kathleen had no report.
