Call to Order:  Craig called the meeting to order at 7:12 p.m. 

Guest Concerns:  Mark has no concerns, but is interested in joining the board as Lake and Beaches chairperson.  Greg moved to vote Mark in as acting lake and beaches chair, seconded by Dick Dicapua.  The motion passed unanimously.

Minutes:  Minutes from the April meeting were unanimously approved, pending a correction of the listed attendees. 

President:  Craig reviewed the phone tree issues, and noted that his home phone number is temporarily posted on the web site until the phone tree is back up.  Craig will also be seeking council on foreclosure from our attorney.      

Vice President:  Absent

Tax Collector:  Craig provided an oral report for Anna, summarizing the electronic report Anna shared via email with the group.

Treasurer:  Debbie provided an oral report including our amounts on deposit.  Debbie read the bills.  The Board unanimously passed Greg’s motion to pay the bills.

Lakes and Beaches:  Mark will work with Craig and former chair, Ed Adams, to learn about the position.  He will be seeking formal election at the biannual meeting.  

Greg mentioned that there is a proposed bill change in CT that could have an effect on our ability to manage the water level of the lake.  Greg has consulted with Acimovic engineering to explain the potential impact should this bill proposal pass.  Sterile white suckers are available from the state of CT.  Due to the fishkill last summer, seeking some of these fish out might be a good idea, in addition to having a survey of the fish population in the lake this year.

Safety:  Dick had no report.

Hospitality:  Kathy had no report.

Roads:  Greg reported on repairs made to potholes and speedbumps at the Lyon Rd entrance.  He also summarized the replacement of a crosspipe that was replaced for a resident.  The resident at 7 Pinegrove Rd removed the crosspipe as it had risen due to frost this winter.  The pipe was replaced, and Greg urged the board to adopt the town of woodstock’s driveway permit and procedures.  This document also contains a waiver of responsibility of sorts, so that the property owner would be made responsible for drainage cross pipes that pass under driveways.  Greg had unopened bid packages for road grading and lawnmowing.    No complete bids were submitted for sweeping and drain cleaning.  Greg is pursuing quotes for both projects.  It is likely that both will fall under the amount required for board approval/bid process.   

Building:  Position Vacant.  Greg is covering this responsibility. 111 Beaver Dam Road is making modifications to existing structure, proper permits have been acquired.  Greg also ran into a paving project in process on Red Cedar Rd.  He stopped to inform the contractor of our driveway bond requirement.  This highlights his wishes to make driveway bonds an agenda item at the October meeting.  

Planning: No report.

The Board went into executive session to open and award road grading and lawnmowing bids.  The lawnmowing bid was awarded to Cody Landscaping.  The road grading bid was awarded to J & A Excavating.
